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Em Matosinhos, cidade de origens
remotas com foral de D. Manuel Il (s@c.
XIl), a Natureza, com a sua extensa linha
de costa, as marcas da Hist ria, onde
sobressaem a Igreja do Bom Jesus de
Matosinhos (sdc. XVIIl) e 0 mosteiro

de Le a do Balio (s@c. XIV), os usos e
costumes das suas gentes, com tradi 1es
piscat rias que se re ectem numa
gastronomia rica e sempre ligada ao Mar,
oferecem razies de sobra para justi car
uma visita.

Mas, para al@m disto, as marcas da
contemporaneidade, bem vis veis na
arquitectura da cidade, convidam a um
olhar atento, que acompanhe a obra

de arquitectos de renome como Siza
Vieira, Alcino Soutinho ou Eduardo Souto
Moura. O Edif cio dos Pa os do Concelho,
a Casa de ChE da Boa Nova, arequali -
ca 2o da marginal sul, com os projectos
urban sticos que a envolvem, fazem de
Matosinhos uma cidade viva, porque em
constante renova 2o uma cidade actual
gue n2o renega as suas origens, patentes
num Centro Hist rico bem conservado.

Porto de Leixies

Da ponte m vel, que une as freguesias
de Matosinhos e Le a da Palmeira, pode
contemplar-se o porto de Leixies, bacia
construida em 1884 e que, em cada um
dos seus molhes, ostenta ainda os de-
nominados Tit®s , os grandes
guindastes que serviram para construir
este porto e constituem rar ssimos exem-
plares no mundo inteiro.

In Matosinhos, a city of remote origins,
with freedom chart given by King D.
Manuel Il (12th century), Nature, with

its wide coast line, History s marks, with
poignancy in the Parish Church of Bom
Jesus de Matosinhos (18th century)

and the Le a do Balio Monastery (14th
century), the habits and practices of its
people, with shing traditions that are to
be seen in a rich and always sea related
gastronomy, give more than enough rea-
sons to justify a visit.

Nonetheless, the marks of contempo-
raneity, quite noticeable in the city s
architecture, invite to a look focused in
the works of renowned architects as Siza
Vieira, Alcino Soutinho or Eduardo Souto
Moura - the Town Hall, Boa Nova s Tea

Room, the requali cation of the south
seaside cost, with all the city plan-
ning projects that surround it, make
of Matosinhos a city that is alive, due
to its constant renewal, a city that

is up-to-date, but does not deny its
origins, that are to be seen in the well
kept historical centre.

Leix1es harbour

From the drawbridge, with links
Matosinhos and Le a, one can admire
Leix1es harbour, built in 1884, it still
holds one cach of its quaws huge
cranes, the so-called Titans , which
were used during its building and are
unique in the world.
